“pristine” areas believed to be untouched by 

humans, constitute part of those anthropogenic 

transformed landscapes. In this talk, Dr. 

Delgado will discuss how the Galapagos Islands, 

and the Upper Amazonian region apparently 

“pristine “areas constitute anthropogenic 

transformed landscapes.
